IMPORTANT SAFETY INSTRUCTIONS

When using electrical appliances, basic safety
precautions should always be taken including the
following:

1. Use the air cooler only for purposes described in the
instruction manual.

2. The appliance is designed exclusively for private use
and for the envisaged purpose.

3. Always use on dry, level surface.

4. To protect against electrical shock, do not immerse
the device plug or cord in water or any other liquid or
spray with liquids.

5. Unplug from the electrical outlet when not in use,
when moving the air cooler from one location to
another, before putting on or taking off parts and
before cleaning.

6. Do not operate the machine without supervision. If
you leave the room you should always turn the device
off.

7. The protective grilles are to prevent direct access to
moving parts when the fan is in use avoid contact with
any moving parts.

8. A CAUTION: To avoid injury, do not insert your
fingers between the grilles when the appliance is
plugged in or when it is turned on.

9. A CAUTION: Do not place clothes or other
objects on the fan.

10.& CAUTION: Do not use the appliance near
curtains.

11.& CAUTION: Do not cover the air inlet and outlets
of the appliance.

12. Do not operate any appliance, with a damaged
cord plug after the appliance malfunctions, or has
been dropped damaged in any manner.

13. The use of attachments not recommended or sold
by the appliance manufacturer may cause hazards.

In order to ensure your
children’s safety, please keep all packaging (plastic
bags, boxes, polystyrene etc.) out of their reach.

UNIT ASSEMBLY

Place the castors into air cooler base and secure them
using the screws (included in the package). Castors
with breaks are for the two back holes and castors
without locks are for the two front holes at the bottom
of the unit.

OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS

1. Set the air cooler on a dry, level surface.

2. Before connecting the appliance, make sure that the
power supply of your appliance corresponds exactly to
the voltage of your electrical installation.

3. Before turning on the air cooler, you must fill the
tank with water. Remove the water tank from the air
cooler and fill the tank with cold tap water to ensure
that it does not exceed the maximum line mark on the
tank. Always fill at least to the minimum level. If
necessary, place ice cubes on the larger side of the
water tank for better cooling.

i NOTE:

e Place the ice packs only to the large side of the tank
compartment, as to the small side is the pump
compartment and the pump moving structure must
not be blocked.

e Water level must be between the MIN and MAX line.
¢ After some time operation, dust and dirt may appear
in water tank. It is recommended to change water and
clean water tank frequently.

4. Press ON/OFF button to turn on the air cooler. The
appliance will start working on medium speed level
and then drops to the lowest speed level automatically.
To turn the air cooler off, press ON/OFF button again.
5. Press once COOL button to start the evaporative
cooling function. Press again this button to cancel.

i NOTE:

If the water level in the tank falls below MIN level,
switch off the appliance and then fill the tank with
water.

6. Air cooler has 3 speed modes:

e Low (lowest speed level)

¢ Mid (medium speed level)

e High (highest speed level)

Select the desired speed mode by pressing the
corresponding button on the control panel of the air
cooler.

7. The SPEED is adjusted by pressing the speed switch
for your desired level of cooling comfort.

OSCILLATION MODE

To start and stop oscillation (up to 1200) of the air
cooler, press SWING button on the control panel of the
air cooler. Press SWING button again to stop oscillation
function.

CLEANING AND MAINTENANCE
Follow these instructions to correctly and safely care
for your air cooler.

Please remember:

1. Always unplug the air cooler before cleaning or
assembly.

2. Do not allow water to drip on or into the air cooler
motor housing.

3. Be sure to use a soft cloth, moistened with a mild
soap solution.

4. Do not use hard, abrasive or corrosive detergents or
solvents or any of the following as a cleaner: petrol,
thinners or benzene to clean the device.

FILTER CLEANING

1. Catch the filtration mesh handle and pull upwards.
2. Clean filtration mesh with mild detergent and soft
brush.

3. Make sure filtration mesh is completely dry before
installing.

WATER TANK CLEANING
1. Pull out the water tank.
2. Clean the water tank with a little mild detergent on



a towel and then rinse in water.
3. Put the water tank in place after cleaning.

AIR COOLER BODY CLEANING

1. It is advised to use a neutral detergent and a soft
cloth and to rub dry. Do not use solvents, acidic
detergents, petrol or alcohol etc. to clean the plastic
components, as these could be deformed or damaged.
2. Clean with a damp cloth and allow to dry.

i NoTE:
If you do not use the product for a long period, please
empty the water tank.

STORAGE

Your air cooler can be stored assembled. It is
important to keep it in a safe, dry location. We
recommend using the original (or appropriately sized)
box.
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
