When the mixing procedure is over check if the blade is damaged. In this case
there are probably pieces of the blade into the material that you mix. Do not use
this mixture and replace the blade.

Do not use the appliance if the blade is broken or damaged.

If, after multiple uses, the blade is no longer sharp enough, replace it.

Always handle the blades carefully. The blades are sharp.

Do not remove the lid before the blade stops spinning.

Do not ever place the bowl in the microwave oven.

Do not move the appliance while it is operating.

Please note that the appliance is powered up when connected to the power
supply, even when the switch is off.

Unplug the appliance when not in use, before moving, cleaning, or storing the
appliance.

The appliance should be used only by adults.

Do not leave the appliance unattended during operation.

Keep the appliance out of the reach of children.

The appliance should only be stored indoors in a dry place away of moisture and
high or very low temperature and avoid direct exposure under ultraviolet.

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Before first use
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Carefully unpack the appliance and remove all packaging materials. Keep plastic
bags out of reach of babies and children.

Clean the external surface of the appliance, with a soft dump cloth.

Clean all the detachable parts of the appliance (blades, bowl & lid) with warm
soapy water.

& Never immerse the main body-motor in water or any other liquid

Place the appliance on a suitable, stable, flat and dry surface away from moisture
or high temperature. Make sure the appliance is not connected to the power
supply and is not switched on.

2. Place the lower blades (5) onto the axis in the bowl ().

3. Place the upper blade (4) on the axis of the lower blades (5).

4. Place the ingredients you want to process into the bowl (6), cut info small pieces.

5. Place the lid (3) on the bowl and ensure it fits properly.

6. Place the main body — motor (2) onto the bowl lid (3).
7. Plug the appliance into the power supply.

8. Genltly press the control button (1) for normal speed activation or press firmly for

high-speed activation depending on the ingredients you wish to process.

9. Release the control button (1) and wait for the blades to stop completely before

opening the bowl.
10. Unplug the appliance from the power supply.
11. Open the lid (3) of the bowl and carefully remove the blades.

& For optimal food processing results, it is recommended to operate the appliance in
successive activation-pause cycles of a few seconds.

& To protect the motor it is recommended that the maximum continuous operation
time per cycle does not exceed 15 seconds, with a short pause of 1-5 seconds
between two cycles. It is also recommended that the total continuous operation
time of the appliance does not exceed 1 minute, allow it to cool down for a few
minutes before resuming use.

& Make sure the appliance is not connected to the power supply before filing the
bowl.

& Let hot ingredients cool down before you process them (max temperature 60°C).

& Never exceed the maximum capacity indication.

& Do not use the appliance when it is empty.

& Do not open the lid until the blades have completely stopped rotating before

opening the bowl.
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Cleaning and maintenance

Clean the appliance regularly and always after each use.

Unplug the appliance and let it cool down before cleaning.

Clean the main body — motor of the appliance with a soft, dump cloth.

Clean all the detachable parts of the appliance (blades, bowl & lid) with warm
soapy water,

Never immerse the appliance in water or any other liquid or in a dishwasher.
Do not place the appliance or any part of it in sterile devices.

Do not use wire, harsh, abrasive or alcoholic cleaners to clean the appliance
or any part of if.
